When is the next Election?

The next countywide election will be the May 16, 2023 Special District Election. It will 
include contests for school, fire, water, and other special districts. it will also include local 
levy and bond measures. March 16 at 5 p.m. is the deadline for candidates to file for office 
and jurisdictions to file measure for inclusion on the ballot.

Determine Eligibility
In order to run for a position, you must first check if you are eligible to run for that 

position. Go to the website listed below to see the qualifications.

Submit a Candidate Filing Form
This form, also known as an SEL 190 from can be found at the website listed 

below, or at the Oregon Secretary of State's website. The form can then be 

submitted at the Clackamas County Elections office with a fee of 10 dollars (Cash 

or Check ONLY) or by Petition.

Submit a Candidate Statement (Optional)
A statement written by you will be added to the Voters' Pamphlet. This has a 

maximum of 325 words and can include a photograph of yourself. There is a 25 

dollar fee (Cash or Check ONLY) and endorsements must be submitted with a 

Statement of Endorsement Form.
